MAMA is vagabond dirt-rock.  Lose yourself in it and discover how it finds you. These ambassadors of mileage and debauchery twist American blues roots in molten cauldrons of heavy metal and serve it hot and then from time to time, chilled in a sangria glass beachside. 
What started out as a new album for Jonny Barber’s onetime band, SPIV, turned into a realization that ultimately the new sound was way too big for him to sing what the music demanded. There was only one person he knew, personally, on earth that could sing like what he heard in his head: Leonomadic. A wanderer by nature and someone who could be hard to find, Leo was finally tracked down in Reno, Nevada, living at the Hi Ho Motel. When Jonny told Leo that he had a new album he wanted him to sing on, he literally dropped the payphone without hanging up, grabbed his ammo box full of harmonicas and a flannel shirt, and at that very moment started hitchhiking to Colorado in the dead of night, over the Sierra Nevada Mountains, in winter!

Two days later, Jonny got a call from a truck stop by I-25 in Denver, Colorado. It’s Leo. “Come pick me up, I’m ready to get started.” 

MAMA's first album, Bayoutopia, brought together a fearless union of musicians: Leonomadic on vocals, slide guitar and harmonica, Chris "Squaredogg" Woodward on the drums, Jeremy Barber on guitar, brother Jonny Barber on guitar and bass (who also produced the album along with engineer Ian P. Gilchrist), and additional musicians including Ryan "Madd Mann" Chrys, Chris Pederson, Stuart Miller, Michael Baird, Rocky Ramjett and John Waggoner, to create songs heralding in a 21st Century update of blues and rock that are most often compared to a modern-day Led Zeppelin.  Fitting also is the fact that Denver was where the mighty Zeppelin made their first ever U.S. appearance.
Bayoutopia tells the story of Leonomadic’s time spent in New Orleans in the wake of Hurricane Katrina. Leo composed his lyrics and melodies with mind-numbing harsh realities taking place all around him, trying to survive the aftermath of the tragedy. This is real blues … from the backyards, cold streets and wide-open spaces of 21st century planet earth, delivered with raw intensity and authentic emotion. No apologies...just music from the struggle.

The Barber Brothers have been musical collaborators for years and now with their “other brother” Leonomadic have finally welded their musical connection—a kinship that has been brewing for a decade has finally been realized—and as men they combine forces at last.  MAMA has earned their freedom to song-write in collaboration, having individually traveled the U.S.A. as well as hot spots over seas with past units and pro session gigs. And together now, at last, MAMA will run at you, pick you up and hold you hostage within their story. Cause, you better walk on through a garden if you gonna sing about it….else you better stay home and wait for the circus.
When asked about any upcoming shows, the band said they would ultimately love to tour, but currently the whereabouts of Leonomadic are unknown. The last time he was heard from he phoned in a vocal part to the studio from a borrowed cell phone.
