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Steve has been playing professionally since the age of 12. He first picked up the guitar and started learning a couple of chords at age 7. However, it wasn't until he was 9 when his dad gave him a cassette of the first Van Halen album that inspired Steve to really learn to play. Steve would practice 8 hours a day and pass out all through middle school and high school. By 7th grade in school, he was playing numerous wedding and keg party's with his dad's band and also had a few original bands. At 15, he won first place in the "Extreme Guitar Challenge" at Mars Music in Orlando, competing onstage with guitarist from all over the state of FL. After high school, a local gigging band called "Bong Water Taffy" contacted him and asked him to audition. Though 12 years younger than the other band members, Steve got the gig, and was playing at local bars and clubs in Orlando and Cocoa beach 4 nights a week, sometimes 2 gigs a night. The band had a great blend of funk, rock, metal and R&B. They eventually recorded a full length album at Full Sail Recording Arts, and did two interviews and live performances for Real Rock 104.1. But once things seemed to be going great, soon Steve wasn't hearing from anyone 2 weeks at a time, informing him that they wanted to build their own club and put the band on hold. Steve quit. Bong Water Taffy disbanded and never performed again. Bummed out, he started demoing songs at home and uploading his ideas on mp3.com. It got the attention of a band across the country. On Steve's 19th birthday, he bought a plane ticket and headed to Los Angeles to join "Turbulence." They had shows lined up at "The Whisky" and "The Roxy" and all up the west coast. After a year, excess, bad feedback about his band members, drama between the singer and the other members took its toll on Steve. He drove all the way back to FL {got lost somewhere near Tuscan}, and started playing in his dad's cover band and an original band with his brother. After a couple of years of searching, they were unable to find a drummer and singer who were interested in doing anything serious and on the same musical level. Steve then joined original bands "Enemy Effect" and "Sinturien," both which were playing screamo type metal and were not hungry to do shows. He stuck it out, but eventually found himself writing and recording on his own in his dads studio for hours at a time, in which he played all of the instruments. Those songs turned out to be the instrumentals on his solo album debut. From there he joined various cover bands and on his time off made his own home studio and wrote and recorded 40+ original songs. Some with vocals, some instrumental, some finished, some just demos for songs. 7 of those finished vocals songs also ended up his debut album, leaving plenty of other songs for other albums! Catch him playing with local Orlando cover band "Casteen Road" every week in FL.
